Intellectual Property and Intellectual Property: An Australian Case study

In this talk, I will critically examine some of the recent proposals that have been made to protect Indigenous creations, focusing in particular on international proposals to protect Folklore and Traditional Knowledge In particular, I will draw upon a number of case studies to show the benefits and limits of existing intellectual property protection for the protection of Indigenous creations. As well as highlighting the  importance of  judicial solutions, I will look at the potential role that protocols may play. In the final section of the talk, I will look at some legislative options such as prior informed consent as a condition of patentability  that might assist in the protection of Indigenous creations.
